FINANCE COMMITTEE UPDATE
May 2010

The Finance Committee is responsible for preparing the Annual Budget and monitoring
the Churchés progress in adhering to the approved
Aunbal ancedd budget hatthe pagjeptedoexmedsesi enceetled the projected
revenues as known at the time of the meeting. In effect we were all hoping that additional
revenues, mainly in the form of additional pledges would come in after the annual meeting to
balance the budget. As a result the Finance Committee was asked to report on the progress of
the budget.

Below is an abbreviated budget summary thru May 2010.

Notes on budget items:

1 Actual pledge commitment receipts are running some $2,300 behind plan. In effect if everyone
was paying on time Offerings should be closer to $25,000 at this point.

1 We had anticipated for 2010 that the congregation might be hesitant to commit to pledges, given
the uncertainty of their financial position. However, we had a strong belief they would still
contribute when they could (and as God would provide), so we increased the anticipated 2010
loose collections. That has become a reality and loose collections are trending close to our

projections.
1 Some of the miscellaneous unbudgeted items (income and expense) are for things such as the
Hei fer Project f und rai ser, Sunri se Breakfast,

Fellowship items. These income/expenses flow through the general budget but are not a
significant part (dollar wise) of the overall budget, so for convenience we have grouped the items
together to simplify the presentation.



What does all this mean? The bottom line is negative and not likely to improve unless we can find
ways to increase income (revenues) to bring the original budget into balance. Some observations worthy
of noting: All rental property revenues are current. Interest income is tracking slightly below what we
anticipated for the 2010 budget year. Keep in mind, the budget was approved with a projected deficit of
almost $4,520.00. We are all facing the pressures of the slow economic recovery. People are forced to
continue to cut back their spending and often reduce or even eliminate their charitable giving.

As a congregation we all need to decide if we will dig a little deeper to fund our Church and keep it in
the black. Our Treasurer has reported that our investments accounts, our so called rainy day funds, have
gained back (37.25%) of t heir value over |l ast yearods 30%
impact on the financialst abi |l ity of the churchés future, S0
these funds to cover day to day expenses.

What are our options? In times of financial difficulty organizations have two ways to improve financial
performance T Work harder to increase revenues, or look for ways to trim expenses. Keeping in mind
that three expense categories (Ministry, Music, and Church Property) account for almost 90% of our
annual budget, the options to cut expenses meaningfully are very limited, unless we want to make some
very painful cuts in operations. Other options involve freezing all spending beyond those deemed most
critical to our operations. Dipping into long term investment gains are also an option, but always, always
our last resort. This and other expense reduction options have been discussed at recent finance
meetings, but none put into action at this point. To date, we have been prayerful and optimist that God
will help us. But know this will only happen if we all work together, will we find the means to increase the
revenues to cover our deficit. Pray to God every day that we do this. Help keep First Congregational
Church strong, healthy, and a vital part of the community.
